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Elections From Behind the Scenes

This election, League members were at the polls doing more than casting their ballots. Below are some of their
thoughts about the roles they played on November 4.

So much has already been said about the election but there is more that needs to be
said. Four League of Women Voters of Toledo-Lucas County members were poll workers
on November 4, 2008. We can be proud of Darcy Yates, E. Jay Murphy, and Kathy
Chamberlain. Darcy and I were red bag/presiding judges. That means we were
responsible to get the paper ballots and memory cards from the voting machines to the
drop off sites to be transported to the Board of Elections.

I worked at a polling location with four precincts. There were many younger, first-time workers and two were
presiding judges (with extra responsibilities) In all, there were four high school students from Catholic Central
who were a joy to work with. Another 18 year old worked and her mother as well, both for
the first time. All of the first-time workers were easy to work with and I shared my
enthusiasm with them and urged them to work an election again.

h} There were three observers assigned to our polling location. Thankfully, as far as I know,
a&@ there were no serious glitches to cause concern about provisional ballots. There were some
problems with some machines in another precinct but less serious than in the past.

Overall, my experience on Election Day was that all the poll workers were cooperative and pleasant to work
with. I am so thrilled about having younger, smart and helpful workers! Let’s just hope they return next year.

"...[t was an intense experience, but just great! We did everything from holding babies while their moms voted,
to help a woman with a broken arm vote by holding the signature book at the least painful angle so she could
sign. There was the woman who whispered "good luck buddy” to her ballot as it slid in the box, and then
stepped over to tell us that she was battling lung cancer, but was determined to see that day come to pass. It
was a privilege to see what we have the right to do as a nation, up close and personal (even given the folks
who were ticked off that they had to vote provisional!)”

Rosemary Alloy was an observer at Elmhurst Elementary School starting at 5:45 a.m. She watched poll
workers start the 14 machines, witnessed their signatures and noted the zero vote tally at the beginning of the
election for all four precincts. Through the day there were some hiccups. One machine had to be taken out of
use because the screen was not recording; the buttons were too hard to push. A voter was given a Toledo
ballot and should have been given a Washington Local ballot. This was corrected in the presence of the two
party witnesses and Rosemary while the precinct judge made notes to eliminate the wrong vote at the end of
the day.

I had three young workers at my poll, two were under 18 and one was 23. They did an excellent job, pitched in
when necessary and really enjoyed the day. We had one curbside voter who was unable to physically come into
the building. I witnessed some discussions involving proper I.D. and provisional ballots. When 7:30 p.m.
arrived, there were no voters in line, one using the voting machine, and another filling out a paper ballot. The
last voter left the building at 7:38 pm. It was an excellent learning experience.

I have not seen the local figures yet for the number of 18-year-olds who voted
or the number of 17-year-olds who worked as poll workers, but I'm told that we were successful in targeting
both groups of young adults. Of course, as we usually do, we also worked to register voters and gave out
information on voting at numerous venues in and around the City. Historically, we have been a group that has
been at the forefront of efforts to register ALL citizens and of efforts to encourage ALL citizens to vote.
As a member of the LWV Ohio team that filed a lawsuit against the Secretary of State three years ago for failure
to fix the broken election system in Ohio, we continue to work hard to make certain that no one is
disenfranchised.

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How Consensus Works

Webster defines consensus as "agreement on matters of opinion." For the League of Women Voters, however,
consensus has a far broader meaning. In League parlance, it means agreement among a SUBSTANTIAL number
of representative groups of members (not just a simple majority) reached after sustained study and group
discussion. Consensus is a prerequisite to the League taking any action on any national, state or local issues.
Consensus also determines what action if any, is to be taken on the

item under consideration. No action is taken where there is a lack
of agreement; and, although this may at times be a
disappointment to some members, it is essential that when a
League position is announced, it means that members are not only
informed but are in basic agreement.

League members are expected to examine all sides of an issue.
The sources of information must be weighed, various factors
considered, and facts established before opinions are formed.

Minority opinions should be listened to with open minds and be
included in reports to the board. Every member is encouraged to
participate. The discussion leader should seek to draw out opinions
rather than to express them. When reaction to specific aspects of
the item presented is indicated, specific questions may be asked of the membership and the answers reported
to the board. The board should also be informed about the tenor of the meeting. For example, was there
enthusiastic approval; much opposition, doubt and uncertainty; or hesitation to come to a conclusion?

League will have a consensus
meeting in February.

Once the board, at the level of League conducting the study, evaluates the thinking of its members and finds
sufficient areas of agreement, the League "has a position" on the item under consideration. A substantial and
representative number of its members now approve or disapprove certain policies and may want to take action.
The general membership is informed at League meetings and through League newsletters. The national League
reports consensus on national issues, the state League on state issues and the local League on local issues.

League Supports CareNet Funding by City of Toledo

CareNet was the sole item on the October 23 meeting agenda of the health committee of
the Toledo City Council. Jan Ruma, Executive Director of CareNet and Vice-President of
the Northwest Ohio Hospital Council, reported CareNet's progress to the committee and council
members present. Among the information shared by Ms. Ruma at the meeting were the
following statistics. Since 2003 CareNet members have accessed 155,000 services, |
including primary, emergency, outpatient and specialty medical care and city bus il
transportation, through 15 primary care sites, eight hospitals, 150 volunteer specialists and s e
TARTA bus system. In 2007, $15.5 million worth of healthcare was provided to CareNet
members. This program has served more than 14,000 low-income, uninsured residents and has 5000 currently
active members. She was also quizzed by council members about efforts to raise the money needed to cover its
operational costs. United Way is a potential future funder, and grant applications are regularly filed.

Supporting CareNet's request for continued financial backing from the city of Toledo were some of the provider
organizations including representatives from Promedica Health System and a newly added provider to help
with discount prescription drugs. LWVTLC members Rosemary Alloy, Alice Edwards, Marcia Michaelson
were present for the supportive testimony from one of the providers, League member Karen Krause, who
spoke as a member of UHCAN Ohio (Universal Health Care Action Network) and Ann Fabiszak Payne who
spoke on behalf of LWVTLC.

CareNet enjoys the support of council but there is a continuing belief that it should somehow become self-
supporting. The three major funders, Mercy Health Partners, Promedica Health System and the City all share
equally in contributing $65,000 annually. In addition to funding, the health care corporations also are CareNet
providers, which effectively increases their contribution many fold. It appears that council will again vote to fund
CareNet this year but budget decisions are still being made.

LWVO Continues Energy Conservation Program

Since 2007 Jean Byrd and Alan Rosenfield, volunteer natural resource and
energy specialist LWVO lobbyists, have spearheaded an effort to study the use of
energy consumption at the local level, with the objective of guiding LWVO in its
advocacy efforts at the state level. Inspired by Go v . StrickI|-@28d’' s 2 (
executive order requiring a 15% reduction in energy usage by all state agencies
by 2010, they invited League volunteers survey local officials. Their findings
published in the program’s annual report are based on responses to a questionnaire
from a variety of local authorities in 14 counties, among them Perrysburg and
Bowling Green in Wood County but including a sampling of counties from all over the state. Their sample size
was too small to do a statistical analysis, but they were able to come up with some initial findings. Everybody is
doing something about conserving energy, but only a few of the authorities questioned had done an energy
audit, a thorough examination of equipment and procedures, a listing of improvements, and a cost/benefit
analysis. Most efforts were limited to monitoring utility bills and evaluation and execution of individual projects.
There were few long-term goals such as mandated by the Governor. To see the entire report, go to the LWVO
website at Iwvohio.org/Advocacy and look for the link.

The project and data collection are continuing and Byrd and Rosenfield are looking for interested League
volunteers.
