
We, the undersigned, all citizens of the United States and a majority of whom are 
residents of the District of Columbia, desiring to form a body politic and corporate 
for the purposes herein set forth, under the provisions of Sub Chapter Three of 
Chapter Eighteen of the Code of Laws for the District of Columbia, do hereby 
certify as follows:
1. The name of this corporation shall be League of Women Voters of the United 
States.
2. The term of existence of the corporation shall be perpetual.
3. The business and objects of the corporation shall be to promote political 
responsibility through informed and active participation of citizens in government; 
to render such other services in the interest of education in citizenship as may be 
possible; and to do every act appropriate or necessary to carry out any of the 
foregoing objects. The corporation shall not support or oppose any political party 
or candidate.
4. The number of its managers who shall direct its affairs for the first year of its 
existence shall be thirteen.

IN WITNESS THEREOF, we have hereunto set our hands, this 15th day of 
September, A.D. 1923, in the city of Washington, DC.

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LwvTL C Annual Meeting R epor t
The League’s annual meeting is a culmination of  the 
year just past and the beginning of  the work ahead 
for the next year. In addition to the election of  board 
members and officers, approval of  the advocacy 
platform and budget,  committees report to the 
membership at the annual meeting. The newly 
elected and continuing officers and board members 
are listed on page two of  this newsletter. This year’s 
luncheon meeting held May 20 at the Ramada Inn 
on Secor Rd. featured Sandy Bihn, as the keynote 
speaker. Ms. Bihn, western Lake Erie waterkeeper 
and former league president, spoke about current 
threats to the lake and challenged all present to be 
part of  protection and restoration efforts. Her advice 
is become aware, stay informed and speak out about 
Lake issues. Ms. Bihn gave those attending a lesson 
in Great Lakes geography, hydrology and economy 

explaining why the western end of  the lake is unique 
as the warmest, shallowest, fishiest, most populated 
and most vulnerable segment of  Lake Erie. She 
detailed many of  the threats to the Lake from open 
lake dumping to phenomenal algae growth to the 
extraordinary fish kills by the First Energy Bayshore 
power plant. She also explained efforts to rehab the 
Toledo Lighthouse to create a tourist attraction. She 
finished by asking everyone to be observant and if  
we see anything inappropriate or note the presence 
of  problems in streams and tributaries located 
throughout the county we should “see it, snap it and 
send it to Sandy”. Her message: protection of  the
lake and all the waterways that feed into it is 
everybody’s business. 

Lawsuit Update 
Peg Hull Smith reported 
that LWVTLC was 
attempting to fulfill its 
responsibilities to the 
settlement by 
participating in 
monitoring the Lucas 
County Board of  
Elections. Meetings with 
the Director and the 
BOE have a goal of  
forming a close collegial  
working relationship.

 Naturalization
Jonnie Taylor reported 
that there is one 
naturalization ceremony 
per month. LWVTLC 
hands out voter 
registration and other  
educational literature to 
each new citizen. These 
events often involve 
students and some are 

held outside Lucas 
County. 

Voter Services
Prior to the November 
election LWVTLC 
partnered with citizen 
groups to assist with four 
candidates forums, three 
in Springfield Township 
and a Toledo Board of  
Education forum 
involving Springfield 
High and DeVeaux 
Middle School students 
respectively. The TRY 
was published on the 
League website only this 
year. Voter registration 
efforts are continuing 
this summer and fall 
and requests for 
participation in 
candidates forums for 
November are already 
coming in. 

Leadership Toledo 
The help and guidance 
of  our Leadership 
Toledo team, Lori, Julia 
Greg and Kevin, led to 
a very successful 90th 
Anniversary 
Celebration, the 
establishment of  a 
relationship with 
Buckeye Cable through 
their sponsorship of  a 
PSA honoring the 
league and its 
contributions to the 
community, a soon to be 
revitalized website, 
renewed energy and 
some new members

 LWVO News
LWVO issued the first report monitoring the lawsuit (LWVO, LWVTL C and other plaintif fs vs. 
Secretary of  State) settled June 2009. Ohio boards of  election were surveyed by local leagues using a tool 
devised by LWVO committee. Only 22 county boards were surveyed using the self  reporting tool. The report is  
titled “Off  to a Good Start”, and  indicates that the boards are largely complying with the terms of  the lawsuit. 
The major challenge for the boards included in the report is recruiting and training competent poll workers. 
Most issues that occurred in the election included in the survey were due to poll worker error.  Problems with 
the monitoring attempt include the small number of  counties surveyed and the self  reporting method used. To 
read the report go to http://lwvohio.org/ and click on the link.

The Ohio legislature found time to resolve the conflict between the frog and the salamander as our state 
symbol. Then they went home without dealing with the real state symbol–the gerrymander.

Gerrymander: The hyper-partisan beast that rears its ugly head every 10 years following the census. And its 
poison? A winner-take-all redistricting process dominated by the political party controlling the governor, 
secretary of state and auditors’ positions….It’s a winner-take-all process that produces districts reflecting the 
dominant political party’s preferences rather than voters’—and encourages the protection of incumbents and 
unnaturally high numbers of “safe” seats.

There is less than a month before the August 4 deadline for the legislature to approve a ballot issue that 
would allow voters to approve a fair, open, transparent and bipartisan process for redistricting in Ohio. If the 
legislature fails to act by August 4, Ohio voters will continue to be plagued by districts that allow politicians to 
choose their voters, rather than voters choosing their politicians.

A compromise between two complementary redistricting proposals was near completion when our elected 
senators and representatives packed up in June and went home for five months. What does it take to get 
them back to work? Are they going to block redistricting reform for another 10 years for pure partisan 
advantage at the expense of Ohio voters?

And when, if ever, are they going to deal with…
• Pending election-administration reform that would go far to ensure smooth, 
transparent and uniform election administration?
• Pending campaign-finance reform that would enable voters to know who 
is paying for electioneering communications?
• Pending legislation that would curb payday lenders who continue to abuse borrowers?
• Pending energy bills that could create jobs?
• The looming state budget crisis that gets closer every day?

But not to worry! The Ohio legislature resolved the frog and salamander conflict! Who cares if Ohio has one of  
the most grossly partisan gerrymandering processes for redistricting in the nation?
